Make a flannel board to layout quilt blocks 

Need help laying out your quilt blocks?  If you have 
some unclaimed wall space (even the back of a door), 
here are some simple steps to an inexpensive 
solution. 
- Purchase insulating board from a hardware store ï 
they come up to 9ô by 4ô, and can be easily cut 
with straight-edged cutter to fit the size of your 
available space. 

- Purchase white twin sized flannel top sheet from 
discount store. 

- Snugly wrap board with sheet and stapling or 
taping sheet to the back.  

- With screws and washers, screw board into wall 
studs.  

You will find this board lightweight and durable.
